The U.S.-Mexico Foundation (USMF) is dedicated to expanding opportunity for the people of Mexico through effective philanthropy and binational partnerships, for the benefit of the citizens of both countries.   Binational in structure, the USMF is a U.S. 501c3 organization as well as a Mexican asociación civil, governed by a distinguished board of directors – 11 members from Mexico and 11 members from the United States.  

Binational Partnership Week is designed by the USMF as a unique opportunity once a year for participants from the United States and Mexico to take part in one or more of a series of events scheduled with Mexican leaders drawn from corporations, foundations, non-profit organizations, and government.  Participants will include individuals who have a significant interest in Mexico as a country, a market, a neighbor, and a people, including leaders from the Mexican American Leadership Initiative, a vital program of the USMF based on the conviction that Americans of Mexican heritage are in a unique position to encourage proactive engagement with Mexico by U.S. society.   

In Mexico City on November 14 through 16, 2011:  Participants in the Binational Partnership Week are invited to attend portions of a series of events, including the inauguration of the Annual Meeting of the Mexican Center for Philanthropy (CEMEFI, the largest membership organization devoted to philanthropy and the culture of giving in Mexico, with over 700 corporate or NGO members), with the expected presence of Mexican President Felipe Calderon.  Participants will also be invited to attend the Annual Awards Dinner of the Mexico Institute of the Woodrow Wilson Center, headquartered in Washington, DC, as well as to attend a breakfast with U.S. Ambassador Tony Wayne at the ambassadorial residence, among other scheduled events.  

In Chiapas on November 16 through 18, 2011:  Participants in the Binational Partnership Week are invited to fly to Tuxtla, Gutiérrez and travel by land to San Cristóbal de las Casas, in the state of Chiapas.  Hosted by the Kellogg Foundation and Fundemex, the delegation will visit model projects with co-investments from Kellogg and Fundemex and other non-governmental organizations, as examples of the focus and effort underway in education, health, economic development, and in other dimensions, as a result of effective, binational philanthropy.
